ENTRY TO MAJOR OR
PROGRAM COURSES

Eligibility to Begin Professional Sequence
of Courses - Associate Programs

After admission to the University, students must meet eligibility
requirements established by their program prior to beginning the
professional sequence of courses. In some departments, it may be
necessary to limit the enrollment into professional coursework in any
given year because of limited clinical facilities, internship opportunities
or other similar factors related to required learning experiences in the
program. Students should consult their academic advisor or program
director for details.

Students who wish to change programs must complete a re-enrollment
form and submit it to the Admissions Office.

Selecting or Changing a Major or Minor -
Baccalaureate Programs

Students select or change their major, minor, certificate, and/or academic

advisor by submitting the Change of Major, Minor, or Faculty Mentor form.
